In a recent article published in The Lion, Immediate Past President Jimmy Ross noted that youth 

need to become a priority.  He further stated that youth have always been a priority of Lions 

Clubs throughout the world.  LCI offers a variety of programs and grants for Lions to work with 

the youth.  More than 11,000,000 youth have taken part in the Lions Quest program.  This 

program is still a viable part in schools in Saskatchewan. 

During the 2007 International Convention in Chicago, Illinois, delegates approved the new 

Student Member Program to make membership more affordable for college-age students. This 

program is designed to encourage student participation in campus and traditional Lions clubs.  

The Student Member Program gives every Lions club the opportunity to include and welcome 

these valuable young leaders. These student leaders can bring new energy to existing Lions 

Clubs, inspire fresh ideas for service, and provide increased support for local projects.  The 

future is now. Together we can prepare this emerging generation to lead the future of Lions. 

Besides scouting, Lions clubs can also involve youth in their communities by Leo Club, Peace 

Poster, Lions International Youth Camp, and Youth Exchange programs.  One of the newest 

programs is Lions Services for Children.  This program is to improve the lives of children and 

young adolescents in adverse circumstances through health and education services, locally, and 

internationally.  Possible Lions Services for Children projects can include: collecting canned 

food products for local food pantry, collecting clothes or furniture for distribution to the needy; 

providing vision or hearing screening; or conducting a literacy program in cooperation with a 

local school, library, or community center.  

Just as Lions are recognized for their attributes, recognizing our youth is also important.  Leo of 

the year award is one such award for that special Leo member who has dedicated himself to the 

spirit of volunteerism.  Lions clubs can also present the Lions Young Leaders in Service 

Award to our youth ages 12-18 who have completed at least 50 hours of community service or 

the Lions Young Ambassadors of the 21st Century Award for youth ages 15-19 who have 

excelled in community service, leadership, public speaking, and academics.  

Multiple District 5 has an outstanding record.  Our Youth Camp has been top-notch by attracting 

several youth from all over the world.  Several of our MD 5 youth have also experienced the 

youth exchange program.  More of our youth are participating in the Peace Poster Contest.

Service and Public Relations – PDG Kaus 
 

1. PROPOSAL TO RAISE DUES BY $1 PER MEMBER IN THE MULTIDISTRICT, 

WHICH WOULD GENERATE APPROX. $10,000 FOR THE YOUTH EXCHANGE 

CAMPS. 
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A.  THE COMMITTEE RECOGNIZED THE IMPORTANCE OF THE YOUTH 

CAMP AND THE BENEFITS THE LIONS REAP FROM IT. 

B. THE YOUTH EXCHANGE CAMP IS VERY STRENUOUS ON THE CAMP 

COORDINATOR IN REGARDS TO RAISING ALL THE MONEY NEEDED. 

C. COMMITTEE RECOGNIZES THAT FOR THE LAST SEVERAL YEARS, 

EXCESS MONEY HAS BEEN TURNED INTO THE MD-5.  THERE IS A 

RESERVE FUND IN MD-5 ACCOUNTS IN THE AMOUNT OF $4,462.97 AND 

THEREFOR CANNOT SEE ASKING THE MD FOR APPROX. $10,000 MORE. 

D. COMMITTEE FEELS THAT OUR CURRENT $250 CAMP FEE IS TOWARDS 

THE BOTTOM OF THE FEES THROUGHOUT THE WORLD AND FEEL THAT 

WE SHOULD RAISE THE FEE TO $300 FOR THE 2009 CAMP.  THIS WOULD 

GENERATE APPROX. $2,000 MORE. 

E. COMMITTEE FELT THAT BASED ON THE COUNCILS COMMENTS ABOUT 

THE MERL TEAM THAT $2,000 COULD BE REDIRECTED FROM THE MERL 

BUDGET TO THE YOUTH EXCHANGE BUDGET.  THIS WOULD MAKE THE 

TOTAL INCREASE TO APPROX. $4,000. 

F. DISCUSSION WITH THE ID’S AFTER THE FRIDAY NIGHT MEETING LEFT 

SOME DOUBTS ABOUT USING DUES MONEY TO FUND MD PROJECTS (I.E. 

YOUTH EXCHANGE CAMPS).  COMMITTEE WOULD LIKE TO CONTACT 

LCI TO GET A LEGAL RULING AND BRING IT TO THE COUNCIL AT THE 

MARCH MEETING.

B. CC GROSSMAN TALKED TO A PID AND PDG FROM MINNESOTA AND THE 

FELT THAT IT WOULD BE APPROPRIATE TO LEAVE THE BRIDGE ON THE 

PIN. 

 

4.  PEACE POSTER CONTEST 

A.  PDG TIM THUESON HAS REQUESTED THAT THE DISTRICT PEACE 

POSTER WINNER BE TURNED OVER TO HIM.  HE HAS A SEPARATE SUB-

COMMITTEE THAT WILL DO THE JUDGING. 

 

5.  LIONS OPPORTUNITY FOR YOUTH

Organization and Finance Committee—PDG Schafer 
  

This committee met on Friday evening and again on Saturday at 1:00 p.m.  The budget was 

finalized for presentation to the full Council of Governors.  The revised plan was presented 

Saturday afternoon, 11-17-07, and after discussion by the committee that is working with the 

MERL Team it was approved as presented.  A copy of this has been sent to Sec./Treasure 

Michael Brand.  Copies will be available for review if desired. 

 

DG Steinley moved and DG Froemming to accept the 2007-2008 Budget as proposed.  Motion 

Carried 

  

It was recommended that the MD5 Policy & Procedures be revised as follows:  Page 5:  Section 

IV. Finance:   

  

Change paragraph two to read: 
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If the MD5 Committee Chairman (IE: Merl team, etc.) receive a written invitation to present 

their program at a state or sub-district convention or single district visit, the said individual shall 

be reimbursed from the MD5 Council of Governors for mileage.  Registration, room, and meals 

shall be paid by the inviting District.  Any additional invitations/visitations to said District shall 

be paid in full by the District. 

  

It was recommended that the MD5 Constitution be updated to comply with the changes made by 

the Lions Clubs International Board of Directors at their meeting in March 2007.  The change is 

to be made on P. 4: Section 4 Transitional District:  We are asked to eliminate what is now in our 

handbook and replace it with the following: 

  

1. Discontinuation of Transitional Designations.  

  

a. a.    The term ―transitional‖ is replaced with ―established districts below 35/1250 over 

two years.‖ 

b. b.    Former transitional districts can elect their governors now. 

c. c.     In districts below 35/1250 over two years, the transportation expenses for the 

governor’s spouse to attend the District Governor-elect Seminar and International 

Convention will be reimbursed if the membership in the district shows a net gain of one 

or more members, at the end of the governor’s term.  Membership loss by deaths and 

transfers must be replaced in order to have a net gain.  Also, the number or members in 

status quo clubs cannot be counted toward a net gain.  For example, if transfers and 

deaths equal a loss of five and district has one status quo club with 15 members, then 

the district would need  a membership gain of 21 to achieve a net gain . 

d. d.    The constitutional provision that all districts with membership below the 35/1250 

requirements will not be able to endorse a candidate for international director or second 

vice president remains valid. 

e. e.     These changes are effective immediately. 

  

We ask that we remove the following from the By-Laws, Page 2: Section 3 Election 

Procedures in Full District: 

  

Section 4 Selection Procedure in Transitional District should be removed to come in line with the 

new directive from Lions Clubs International Board of Directors since these districts can now 

elect their governors.  

  

Finally, we studied the difference between the types of financial statements; an audit, a review 

and a compilation.  It was moved by DG Donelda Phillips and seconded by DG Kathy Sholter 

that we recommend to the MD5 Council of Governors that we have an annual Financial Review 

rather then an Audit as it will give us the information we need to function.  Motion Carried. 

 

A motion by DG Froemming, seconded by DG Harris to accept the presented report.  Motion 

carried. 
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Membership & Leadership Report----PDG C. Bachmier 
A Motion to develop a concept: 

1--To bring district MERLOW Teams to Minot at the August 2008 council meeting 

2—Have a meeting to figure training costs to be shared by MD5, Districts, and other sources 

available 

3—A Planning Committee of seven with PDG Wanda Mitchell as chair, three district governors 

(Joan Marlette, Brian Tinker, Therese Mahussier), and three vice district governors (Pat Trotter, 

Cindy Iversen, Garry Gilbertson) from each of the states and provinces 

4—Committee to meet at March council to form instruction plans and proposed budget 

limitations to two vehicles and no more than four rooms per district when coming to the August 

meeting 

5—Instructors to be PDG Mitchell and/or PID Isman and other presenters with similar 

qualifications to be determined by the committee 

 

DG Tinker moved and seconded by DG Marlette to accept the report presented by the 

Committee chair.  Motion carried.  6 to 5 

 

CC Grossman stated that it is his hope that there will be preliminary discussions going on 

shortly after the new year and that the committee would keep CC Grossman and LRP 

Chair Chambers advised as to what is happening --- so that all work will be ready for the 

March Council meeting. 

 

 

 

 

 

Long Term Planning Committee—PCC Chambers 

 
The LRPC met at 11:00 a.m. with Lions Leo Grossman, Mike Brand, Dennis Kaus, Calvin 

Bachmeier, Herman Schafer, Lloyd Hansen and Bruce Schwartz present.  Lions Garnet Davis 

and Marvin Chambers were absent due to other commitments. 

 

CC Grossman acted as meeting chairperson in the absence of PDG Chambers.  Minutes of the 

August meeting were distributed, discussed, and adopted on a motion by DG Bachmeier, 

seconded by PID Hansen.  Motion carried. 

 

We discussed our MD5 Rookie Lion Award, which is modeled after the SD Proud Lion Award.  

The committee, headed by PID Hansen and consisting of PDG Schafer and PDG Kaus had been 

inactive since our August meeting, but will have name, criteria, certificate, and pin design and 

prices prepared for presentation at our March meeting.  The award should be ready for the new 

Lions Year. 

 

A redistricting committee is to be created as a sub committee of the LRPC.  Its mandate is to 

receive input from the sub-districts and create a proposal for presentation to Council.  Proposed 

members of this committee are Lions PDG Don Reed (5CA), Rick Pockett (5CE), PDG Ron 
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Munro, PDG Ken Berger, Gordon Waldron (5CW), PID Bruce Schwartz (5NC), PDG Kevin and 

Pat Vannett (5NW), PDG Dennis Kaus (5SE).  Districts 5CN, 5NE, and 5SW will name their 

members later and submit names to CC Grossman and PCC Chambers, who wants to get some 

dialogue started by January 1. 

 

Redistricting ideas presented to the committee to date were from Lion Pockett and CC 

Grossman.  Several scenarios and associated problems were discussed. 

 

Goals for our March meeting are: 

1) The award committee will have a complete proposal prepared for our meeting.  That 

includes name, criteria, certificate, pin design and price, and a pamphlet. 

2) A redistricting report and several proposals to consider at our meeting. 

 

A motion by DG Steinley, seconded by PDG Kaus to accept the report presented by acting 

chairperson Grossman.   Motion carried. 

   
Next Council of Governors meeting will be scheduled for March 28 & 29, 2008.  S/T Brand stated 

that it is time again to pre-book the Hotel for dates beyond 2010.  We have contracts up to 2010, but 

it is being found that the hotel is getting busier and it is necessary to Book further in advance to 

assure that we get the great accommodations that we have been use to in the coming years.  With 

the Council’s permission, Sec Brand said he would come back to the March meeting with contracts 

up to the year 2015.
