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Hard to believe my term
of District Governor is com-
ing to an end. Is it satire that
district 5-CA is also coming to
an end? The first D.G. of 5-CA
was PDG Nestor Shevchuk of
Wynyard Lions 1979-1980.
This district lasted 31 years
and you have to think of all the
Lions projects over this period
of time —how many play-
grounds, swimming pools and
service projects were com-
pleted. We know our commu-
nities need us but when the
local store, school or elevator
close we have to face up to
new challenges; decide how
we can best serve our commu-
nity. Technology has changed
us, I would never have be-
lieved the hours I have spent
behind the computer this year.
They were interesting and the
fact I have to share the com-
puter with another Lion some-
times got me into trouble (the
wife that is). The DG visits to
the Lions and Lioness clubs
were most enjoyable. Passing
on information to show the im-
portance of district, multiple
district to maintain the total
objective of Lions is so impor-
tant. We need our training
centers for dogs, Lions eye
banks, youth exchange and all
our Foundations. All these dif-
ferent purposes make Lions
visible and in turn  make our
communities a better place to
live.

I am pleased ‘to turn the
reins’ over to DGE Doug Reid
for our new District 5-SKN.
He will have 73 Lions Clubs
to look after; this means he
will need our help. We will
have approximately 1600 Li-
ons now and a District must

have at least 1250 members.
District  5-SKN will have the
challenge of keeping this
membership up over the years.
We will also be joined by a
new District to our south; 5-
SKS. Saskatchewan will go
from 4 DG’s to 2 DG’s.

During writing this I re-
ceived a phone call from a
Lion. He advised they  never
received PU-101 forms and he
does not have a computer. He
just does not have time for a
computer and knows people
who keep having problems
with them. This Lion is still the
typical Lion whose character
is the backbone of most of our
Lions Clubs. He is what I
would would call a worker.
Their club is growing and re-
cently brought in three new
members. He was frustrated to
learn that Lions International
is no longer sending out train-
ing manuals as they  can all be
downloaded from the compu-
ter. This is a problem for some
of our Clubs who do not have
computers. This means we
must get younger members
who understand computers
and are willing to use their
computer skills to help senior
Lions. In a previous phone
call, I was given the names of
the new executive and I was
able to list the new executive
with Lions International as I
had the password for their sec-
retary. PDG Lion Gladi
Andrew gave me a lesson,
with the instructions, “Lion
Doug you have to learn how
to do this as one of your du-
ties as DG; that is not listed in
the instructions for DG’s.”
Thanks Lion Gladi. I would
also like to thank other PDG’s
that passed on concrete advice
so that I could better serve the
district. Do not forget PDG’s,
they are a terrific source of
knowledge.

Lions International is
now sending out a Club Health
Assessment and it is quite in-
formative. It lists each Lions
Club stating the total member-

ship, members added, mem-
bers dropped, membership 1
year ago, which clubs  are re-
porting to international
monthly, overdue accounts
and club officers who do not
have e-mail addresses. Tech-
nology is here to stay so we
must encourage our executive
officers to become computer
literate.

Lion Jim Herasymuik
of Yorkton Lions came to our
second Cabinet meeting and
requested assistance from our
district to support the Lions
Wilderness Camp.  A pontoon
boat was needed to assist peo-
ple in wheel chairs to be able
to travel safely on a lake in
Northern Saskatchewan. It
was from this request that I
chose Lions Wilderness Camp
as one of the DG charities. The
24 foot pontoon boat was pur-
chased and it has a 60 HP mo-
tor, electric winch and a bath-
room on board. Modifications
have to be made for a ramp.
Forty three Lions Clubs, seven
Lioness Clubs, three private
donations from Saskatchewan
and sixteen Lions Club from
Manitoba all donated towards
this project. Our Sight & Serv-
ice Fund also donated from
Clubs that requested additional
support from 5-CA. I believe
this is a record for requests to
the Sight & Service fund from
Clubs in one Lions’ fiscal year.
This project is ongoing and is
still short about $4,000.00  to
pay off the pontoon boat. So if
your club has any extra mon-
ies for year end please give this
project further consideration.

Congratulations to the
Lions that were nominated at
the Hall of Fame I am sure all
the names will be mentioned
in the ‘Lions Pride’. Of spe-
cial note, the first father and
son Lions have been inducted.
Walter (previously)  and Wes
Ulmer of the Nutana Lions
Club are that team.

I was honoured to in-
duct the new executive of the
Nutana Lions Club, my home
club,  on the 1st June and know
they will do well under the
guidance of Lion Larry
Gingerich, their new Presi-
dent.
